-exchange of students, masters, post-graduate
students, doctoral students and young scientists for study,
scientific training in areas of common interest;

-sharing of scientific and technical knowledge,
documentation, literature and bibliographic database;

- preparation and publication of joint scientific and
technical articles, reports and books, being a direct result
of cooperation within the frame of the present
Agreement.

Such Agreements and
contracts will be signed in accordance with the laws and
regulations of both countries.

In the aid of the coordination of cooperation and
guarantee of effective realization of the present
Agreement the Parties assign an employee, responsible
for control over the cooperation, and inform each other
about it in written form.

EXPIRATION DATE OF THE AGREEMENT,
TREATY PROLONGATION PROCEDURE,
CHANGES AND TERMINATION

The present Agreement of cooperation is effective
from the date it is signed by the both Parties.

The present Agreement becomes binding for a period
of 5 years and is tacitly renewable for the same duration
on condition no Party expresses its wish to declares the
Agreement null and void by a written declaration not
later than 6 months before the date of annulment.

Changes or terminations of the present Agreement
will have no effect on active projects, grounded on it. Its
realization will continue on the agreed terms.
